Trips can be a 
whatever you need, such as going to a play or concert with friends or going to the grocery store every week with a group. Community Vans are driven by 
volunteer drivers who are screened and approved through King County Metro’s Commuter Van program. Riders pay a standard metro fare for a round trip while 
the volunteer driver can ride for free.
